Selection procedures:

Based on the number of candidates, the University might decide to carry out a pre-selection test, consisting of a series of multiple choice questions aiming at ascertaining candidates’ competences with respect to the issues of the competitive selection.

The first 15 candidates of the pre-selection ranking list will be admitted to subsequent tests.
Qualification and curriculum evaluation
The following qualifications might be considered, and awarded with 30 point maximum:

· Professional experience in public or private agencies, exceeding the 2 years provided as access requirements: up to 10 points
· Computer qualifications (ECDL, MOS, EIPAS): up to 4 points;
· Other academic qualifications: (degrees, specialisations, grants, PhDs, research grants): up to 9 points;
· Publications: up to 7 points
The evaluation of qualifications and curriculum is carried out after the examinations and prior to the evaluation of written tests.
The documentation about qualifications and prior experience must be sent by e-mail within the fixed deadline.

Examinations
Written test,  Practical test  and Interview about the following issues:
Physical equipment for medicine; Numerical analysis, bioinformatics; algorithms for data analysis, artificial intelligence, artificial vision, theory and technique of digital image processing.
The examining Board may award 120 points, divided as follows:

· 30 points for the first written test

· 30 points for the practical test

· 30 points for the interview

· 30 points for qualifications and publications
