Vacancy at Ghent University (tenure track position) 

Most probably in April, a vacancy will be published for two tenure track professorships at Ghent law faculty, in two or more of the following domains: 

legal theory, legal philosophy, legal sociology, legal methodology, comparative law, European private law, international private law, criminology, business law and/or financial law. 

This means that there will be not only a competition among candidates but also a competition among those sub-disciplines. The strong research profile will be the most decisive criterion at the selection. 

Candidates should have obtained their PhD between 1 October 2004 and 1 October 2009 (this is a strict requirement). Appointments will, as a rule, start on 1 October 2011. 

Emphasis is on research: the first five years there will be only a limited teaching duty. After five years and a positive evaluation the appointment will become a tenured position. 

Knowledge of Dutch is not a requirement for being appointed, but will be evaluated after three years and will be part of the overall evaluation after five years.
