COMMISSIONE PARITETICA DOCENTI-STUDENTI
• The Commissione Paritetica Docenti-Studenti (CPDS) is the body

responsible for Quality Assurance activities related to the degree
programs within the Department.

• The Commission is composed equally of one teacher and one student for
each of the degree programs of the Department. Students on the
Commission are elected from all students enrolled in the degree
program, up to the first year beyond the standard duration of the
program

The Commission is tasked with:
• Monitoring the educational offering, teaching quality, and the activities 
of professors and researchers serving students.
• Identifying indicators for performance evaluation.
• Providing opinions on the activation or discontinuation of study 
programs.



HOW TO SEND A REPORT TO THE CPDS

• Through this form (click on “Access the form to contact the CPDS of the Department”), you
can send reports and suggestions to the Joint Student-Teacher Commission concerning
the quality of services and teaching of the Department's degree programs.
All information will remain anonymous and will be received by the CPDS Coordinator



WHAT ARE THE RIDO QUESTIONNAIRES?

• All enrolled students who have paid the first installment of tuition are
allowed to evaluate the educational offerings of the current academic
year for the courses included in their study plan.

• The survey starts after two-thirds of the course lessons have taken
place.

• During the questionnaire completion, no identifying student
information is recorded, ensuring complete anonymity.

(RIDO = Collection of Student Opinions on Teaching Activities)



HOW TO COMPLETE THE QUESTIONNAIRE

1) Log in to the Student Portal, click on “Exams” > “Study Plan”.
Next to each course, you’ll see the label “EVALUATE”.

2) Select the teacher for the course. The name will appear automatically, but you can 
choose another in case of a change in teacher or split course.



3) Indicate whether you attended more or less than 50% of the course
hours.

Two questionnaires are available: 

•One for students who attended more than 50%
•One for those who attended less than 50%



4) Enter general academic background info (high school, residence, ECTS credits earned at the 
time of the survey)..

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HOW TO COMPLETE THE QUESTIONNAIRE IN ENGLISH



The student opinion survey is conducted online via the Student Portal on the 
university website.

Responses to the questions range from 1 (poor) to 10 (excellent).

Responses to suggestions are in YES / NO format.

Survey results for both courses and instructors are available on the degree 
program websites under the “QUALITY”menu.
