PROGRAM

Art. 1 – Administrative Headquarters and University Consortium.
1. Ph.D. in “Human Rights: Evolution, Protection and Limits” belongs to the Doctoral School in “Supranational and National Law”, in the framework of the University of Palermo; it performs the tasks reported in art. 3 of the Doctoral School Statute and its Head Office is settled at the Department of Studies on Politics, Law and Society.
2. University of Padua-Department of Comparative Law, University “Cattolica” of Milan-Institute of International Studies and University “Federico II” of Napoli-Department of International Science and of Studies on European Political and Institutional System are associated to the Ph.D.
Art. 2 – Research Themes.
The research topics cover the whole, complex and interdisciplinary field of human rights, according to the different methodologies of the involved disciplines, i.e. Philosophy of Law, Political Philosophy, Public Law, Immigration Law, Private Law (Rights of Personality and Privacy), International Law, Criminal Law, International and Comparative Criminal Law, Tax Law,  International and European Tax Law, History of Law, History of Social and Political Ideas, Political Economy and Sociology. In particular, the topics cover the problems of domestic and international protection of human rights, problems of international justice, the issues of bioethics, ecology, the allocation of resources, immigration, national security, political economy, tax equity, war and humanitarian intervention, and the philosophical and theoretical issues in  related legal actions.
 
Art. 3 – Didactics.

1. Didactic activities consist of a course, common to all the Ph.Ds of the School, and some specific courses for the Human Rights Ph.D students. Specific courses, each year, consist of:  

a) bimonthly conferences;

b) a Summer school at the beginning of June; 

c) Personal study visits at research centers in Italy and abroad or European and International Institutions.

2. Other lectures are organized for Ph.D. students living in Palermo.

Art. 4 – Study Visits Abroad.
Study visits abroad referred in art. 3 are compulsory for all Ph.D. students and have to be made – if possible – during the first or second year. A study visits can last from six months to one year. Each study visit have to be expressly agreed by the Director and authorized by the Coordinator or – if it take more than six months – by the Scientific Board.
Art. 5 – Credit Acquisition.
1. The Ph.D. consist of 60 credits each year. Ph.D. students have to gain at least 50 credits each year, in order to be admitted to next year, being so allocated:

· 6 credits: Doctoral School common course;

· 24 credits: Ph.D. courses;

· up to 30 credits: research activities. 

2. The Scientific Board can allocate: 

· 1 credit each symposium the student have assisted to;

· 2 credits each intervention made by the student to a symposium;

· 5 credits each lecture the student have given in a symposium;

· 2 to 5 credits for the participation to external courses on human rights;

· 14 to 24 credits if the student take part to stages in Italy or abroad;

· 14 to 24 credits for study visit abroad.

Art. 6 – Annual and Final Checks.
Each year, every student has to deliver a detailed essay to the Scientific Board, approved by the Director or the Directors, on the scientific activities at whom he or she has performer during the year and the research status. In order to be admitted to following year of the Ph.D., each student have to report his own scientific activity to a Commission, composed by the Coordinator, the Director o Directors and others Professors from the Scientific board.
Art. 7 – Ph.D. Faculty.
The faculty is composed of Italian and foreign professors, experts of the research themes indicated in art. 2, not being part of the Scientific Board.
