Tts work does not extend approval, tacitly or otherwise, to condi-
tions that curtail the right to freedom of movement and work for
refugees; no man or woman should be made to pay for their sur-
vival with their dignity.

The project’s hope of improving those circumstances should not be
taken as an acceptance (“normalisation”) of the restrictions im-
posed on arrivants from any country.
