Laureate cum laude in philosophy at the University of Pisa, after having studied also at Milan University; he specialized in game theory while he was a visiting scholar at LSE (London school of economics and political sciences) during the academic year 1986, as a member of the Italian interuniversity  research group on “game theory and applications”. 
Currently full professor of economic policy and Unicredit Chair in Economic Ethics and Corporate Social Responsibility at the Department of Economics and Management of the University of Trento, where he leads the EION – research group on “Economics of Institutions, Organizations and (social & ethical) Norms”. 
He teaches  courses in “Economics of Institutions”,  “Ethics & Economics” and “Business ethics and stakeholder theory”, “Economic theory of the firm and social responsibility” both in the Master programs of  Economics and Management at the University of Trento , after having led for several years the two-years graduate Master program in “Economic decisions, Enterprises and Corporate social responsibility” (DEIRS).  
Currently also member of the board of the PhD program in “Economic and Management”, after having served as member of the board of the Law & Economics PHD program jointly run by the Universities of Siena and Trento.

Since the 2004 he has been appointed as the scientific director of EconomEtica, the inter-university center of research sponsored by the Accenture Foundation, placed at the Milano Bicocca University and joining over 25 Universities having research and teaching activities in the fields of ethics  & economics, business ethics and corporate social responsibility . 
Recently elected as the chairman of the SIDE-ISLE (Italian society for law & economics), he is also a member of ISNIE/SIOE (international society of new-institutional economics), IEA (international economic association) and WINIR (World Interdisciplinary Network for Institutional Research).
During the last few years he has been coordinator of a national research projects (PRIN)  funded by the Ministry of University on “CSR and corporate governance” involving research units from  five Italian universities. 
He has also been the  Italian representative in the advisory group for the “European Charter  on “A Europe of shared responsibility”  approved  by the Council of Europe (Direction Générale III, Division de la Recherche et du Développement de la Cohésion sociale -Strasbourg).    
Other held positions: past president of the Italian Business Ethics Network  and past member of the EBEN (European business ethics network) Executive Committee;  a past member of the Culture Commission of Confindustria; the Ethical Committee of the SRI fund “Paribas-BNL for Telethon”, the board of guarantors of the “Patti Chiari” banks consortium. 
Currently a member of the scientific board of GBS, association for social reporting and accountability.
Along the last thirty years he assisted many Italian companies and business association for the development of their own codes of ethics.
