La Commissione europea ha adottato oggi, 17 aprile, un al Prog di Lavoro di Horizon Europe. il programma di ricerca e innovazione dellUnione europea. La

modifica mobilita | finanziamenti di Horizon Europe precedentemente non assegnati aumentando il bilancio 2024 di quasi 1,4 miliardi di euro per un totale di 7,3 miliardi di euro.

Lemendamento prevede un investimento di circa 650 mi

i euro in favore delle EU Mission, con lobiettivo di contribuire a risolvere alcune delle sfide che [Europa si trova ad affrontare, ad
esempio rendendo pi di 100 citt3 climaticamente neutrali, il New European Bauhaus, nonché azioni sperimentali che possano aprire nuove opportunita di ricerca @ innovaziene del'UE 2 un maggior
numero di “Auovi arrivati” (newcomers), tra le altre novita.

EU Mission

L'UE investir2 648 milioni di euro nel 2024 in attivits di ricerca e innevazione a sostegne delle U Mission. Le Missioni europee copreno cinque aree e rappresentane una novita introdotta da
Horizon Eurepe per risolvere concretamente alcune delle maggiori sfide che il nestro continente si trova ad affrontare, Gli obiettivi posti dalle EU Mission sono ambiziosi e si prevede che vengano
raggiunti entro il 2030 risultati concreti. Le nuove azioni per il 2024 dovrebbero comportare il ripristino di almeno 25,000 km di fiumi, il riconoscimente di neutralita climatica a 100 citta europee, la
realizzazione di 100 living labs e lighthouses che guidina la transizione versa “suali sani”, una maggiore preparazione delle autorita locali e regionali per affrontare i rischi legati al clima, una migliore
diagnosi delle malattie cancerogene & maggiore sostegno ai giovani malati di cancro.

New European Bauhaus

Il New European Bauhaus (NEB) mira a estendere | benefici generati dal Green Deal europeo nella vita quotidiana e negli spazi abitativi delle persone. Nei tre anni trascorsi dal sue lancio, il NEB ha
fornito soluzioni a problemi concreti. Tra gli esempi ¢ il progetto TOVA, in Spagna. che ha sviluppate una tecnica di stampa 3D cen la terra per fornire soluzioni architettoniche per abitazioni
sostenibili, accessibili e community-based. Un altro esempio & il progetto belga WATSUPS, che crea un nuovo spazio pubblico lungo il fiume Dyle per mitigare il rischio di gentrificazione. Queste
soluzioni sono radicate nella ricerca & nellinnovazione che pongono gli europei al centro della trasformazione verde.

Un nuove NEB Facility garantira che IEuropa continui 2 sfruttare 2l meglio questo potenzizle. Lo strumento prevede un sostegno finanziario pluriennale per il periodo 2025-2027 attraverso

Brussels, 14 June 2021

Today, the Commission launched 11 new European Partnerships together with industry, to boost
investments in research and innovation and to overcome major climate and sustainability challenges,
towards making Europe the first climate neutral economy and delivering on the

Real. In line with the goals of the ‘twin' green and digital transition, the Partnerships will also deliver
on the EU's digital ambitions for the next decade, Europe's Digital Decade. They will receive over €8
billion from Horizon Europe, the new EU research and innovation programme for 2021-2027. The
total commitments, including those from private partners and from Member States, amount to
around €22 billion.

This critical mass of funding allows the Partnerships to pursue innovative solutions on a large scale,
for example to tackle emissions from energy-intensive industries and hard-to-decarbonise sectors,
such as shipping and steel-making, as well as to develop and deploy high-performance batteries,
sustainable fuels, artificial intelligence tools, data technologies, robotics, and more. Pooling in efforts,
resources and investments jointly and on a large scale under the Partnerships will also generate
long-term positive impacts, boost European competitiveness and technological sovereignty and
create jobs and growth.

The eleven European Partnerships are:

1. European Partnership for the European Open Science Cloud. It aims to deploy and
consolidate by 2030 an open, trusted virtual environment to enable the estimated 2 million
European researchers to store, share and reuse research data across borders and disciplines.

2. European Partnership for Artificial Intelligence, Data and Robotics. To deliver the greatest
benefit to Europe from Artificial Intelligence (Al), data and robotics, this Partnership will drive
innovation, acceptance and uptake of these technologies, for the benefit of citizens and
businesses.

3. European Partnership for Photonics (light-based technologies). It aims to speed up
photonic innovations, securing Europe's technological sovereignty, raising the competitiveness
of Europe’s economy and promoting long-term job creation and prosperity.

4. European Partnership for Clean Steel - Low Carbon Steelmaking. It supports EU
leadership in transforming the steel industry into a carbon-neutral one, serving as a catalyser for
other strategic sectors.

5. European Partnership Made in Europe. It will be the driving force for European leadership in
sustainable manufacturing in Europe, by applying the principles of the circular economy (zero-
waste and others), digital transformation and climate neutral manufacturing.

6. European Partnership Processesd4Planet. Its vision is that European process industries are
globally leading on the 2050 climate neutrality goal with a strong focus on low-carbon
technologies, circularities, such as circularity hubs and competitiveness

7. European Partnership for People-centric S inable Built Envir (Built4People).
Its vision is high-quality, low-carbon, energy and resource-efficient built environments, like
buildings, infrastructure, and more, which drive the transition towards sustainability.

8. European Partnership towards Zero ission Road Tr port (2Zero). It aims to
accelerate the development of zero-emission transport with a systems approach, supporting a
climate neutral and clean road transport system.

9. European Partnership for Connected, Cooperative and Automated Mobility. Its goal is to

accelerate the implementation of innovative, connected, cooperative and automated mobility
technologies and services.
