Thanks to the practical lessons with professional chefs from the cookery 

school Gambero Rosso in Rome, students will prepare typical Sicilian 

specialities using fresh local products and immediately afterwards they will 

taste their own creations with their course mates. 

IMPORTANT: the course will not take place without a minimum of 7 

participants. If the course does not take place due to the low number of 

participants, the School will inform the students via the email address they 

have indicated in the enrolment form.  

  

WHEN 

This 18-hours course has a theoretical structure (6 hours for traditional Sicilian 

cookery with a teacher of Italian Language and Culture) combined with an 

extensive application (12 hours for practical workshops in the kitchen with a 

professional chef and a teacher of Italian)
